How to Prepare your Images for the 2011 Conference on International Opportunities in the Arts

Artists who have registered by February 15, 2011 for the 2011 Conference on International Opportunities in the Arts: The Interconnected World are eligible to submit no more than 2 images to be projected during the Conference. (Screening time and place will be announced in the Conference brochure.)

Images will be presented as a timed, PowerPoint presentation (including an introductory slide, bearing the artist’s name) in alphabetical order by attendees’ last name.

HOW TO SUBMIT YOUR IMAGES:

Images must be submitted in JPG format, with 768 pixels as the maximum pixel dimension of the horizontal or vertical length, whichever is greater. 

The minimum image resolution should be 72 dpi. 

All images should be labeled with the artist’s first initial, followed by last name, for example: MSmith1.jpg; MSmith2.jpg.

Only 2 images per artists are allowed. 

Images must be sent to Rudi Punzo at info@rudipunzo.it by February 15, 2011, 5 pm EST. 

Any image samples that do not adhere to the above format or are not submitted by 5 pm EST, February 15, 2011 will not be projected. 
Unfortunately, no exceptions can be made. 

All artists retain the copyright to their work and with the submission of their images agree that TransCultural Exchange has been granted this limited right to project their image during the Conference. In no way, however, should it be construed that TransCultural Exchange is acting as the artist’s agenda or represents the artist or their work.

PREPARATION TIPS:

35 mm slides: If you only have slides of our work, you will need to get them scanned and converted into digital format. 

How to properly size your digital image: Most computers have some sort of photo editing software, such as Adobe Photo Shop. Otherwise, a number of others, such as picnik.com, can be downloaded from the internet.  

For instance, go to www.picnik.com to register for a free account. 

Then click the Photo Tab and Upload Photos button to browse and upload images from your computer.

Afterwards, click on the file you want to edit; then click the Resize button.

(Make sure to also check the Keep Proportions checkbox.)

For whichever is the longest side of your image (depending on whether it is horizontal or vertical), type in 768 over the current dimension to ensure that your image will project the best at the Conference.

If the longest side of your image is less than 768 pixels, your image will not project well and should not be used. Please re-shoot and save your image to a larger dimension.

Click OK

Click the Save and Share button.

Click the Save Photo (green) button on bottom of the page, which opens the image in your computer, enabling you to save it on your computer.
