How to Submit a Writing Sample to 2011 Conference on International Opportunities in the Arts’ Reading Program

Writers who have registered by February 15, 2011 for the 2011 Conference on International Opportunities in the Arts: The Interconnected World are eligible to submit no more than a 10-minute reading sample to be considered for the Attendee-Reading Program during the Conference. 

Writing samples should be sent as a word document or in PDF format to Mary Sherman by email msherman@transculturalexchange.org by February 15, 2011, 5 pm EST.

Writers will be informed of the juror’s decision of the readers and, if chosen, their time slot for reading by March 15, 2011. The readings will take place April 8, 2011 at the Boston Public Library. (The exact location and time will be posted in the Conference brochure.) 

Writers not chosen to read are free to bring copies of their writing samples to personally hand out to the audience AFTER the reading takes place.

Unfortunately, the juror’s decision is final; no exceptions can be made.
