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Executive Summary

2002 marked a turning point for TransCultural Exchange. From 1989 to 2001
TransCultural Exchange functioned as a grass-roots arts organization, umbrella-ed
by other non-profits. With the success of The Coaster Project, Destination: The World
(which won the first place award for ‘Best Show in an Alternative Space outside of
New York City’ by the Northeast Chapter of the International Art Critics Association)
and increasing requests from artists and educators for inclusion in the organization’s
programs, in the summer of 2002 TransCultural Exchange’s founder Mary Sherman
contacted the Volunteer Lawyers for the Arts and worked with Palmer & Dodge LLP,
who filed the necessary paperwork for TransCultural Exchange’s incorporation as a
501(c)3 non-profit organization in the state of Massachusetts.

On July 20 board members Malvina Sammarone, Sunghoon Yang, Kim Gledhill, Mary
Sherman, Heejung Kim and Caroline Anderson approved the by-laws at TransCultural
Exchange’s first annual meeting in New York City.

On September 25 TransCultural Exchange received 501(c )3 status from the Internal
Revenue Service.

It was agreed that the organization’s mission would be to “foster a greater
understanding of world cultures through high quality art exhibitions, artist/cultural
exchanges and related educational programs, from the organization’s home base in
Boston and, by extension, throughout the world.”

In terms of activities, in 2002 TransCultural Exchange organized an exhibit of the
core artists’ works at the Fuller Art Museum, which included a worldwide exhibition
and educational component, detailed below. Funding for the project was largely
through in-kind donations as well as a grant for the LEF Foundation and from Vista
Higher Learning.
